0. Make small recess or hole (diameter is 14 mm) to connect cable under the 
reader's case
1. Loosen the screw at the bottom of the reader
2. Remove the top cover
3. Carry out wiring to the control panel
4. Fasten the reader to the wall, using supplied plastic dowels and screws
5. Place the top cover and tighten it with a screw
